While an indicual grant s capped at $500,00,thereis no imit o the amount of Tier 3 grants @ communiy
may receive throughaut their artcipation in the Complete Streets Furding Program. However, MassDOT i
cormitted to ensuring tha al elgible muricipalites are abe to receive a constuction grant and further their
local Complee Streets gosls and iniatives

To ensure equitable grant distribution among partners, MassDOT has implemented a new funcing eligibilty
criteria for Tier 3 municpalies: Effective Fiscal Year 2023 Grant Round 2, municipalties are eligible to receive
Up 10 $500,000 in any roling four-fiscal-year period. In other words, a municipalty may only receive one ful
$500,000 grant, or several smallr grants, during any four-fscal-year imeframe.

Prir to the first grant ound of each fiscalyear, MassDOT wil calculate funding eligiify for 2l Tier 3
municipalties based on award istory from the past three fiscal years and post it on the program website, A
community may also calciate their funding eligibiity on their ow by sublracting the totalof any grant awards
receed inthelast thre fiscalyears from §500,000. The difeence between those values i th toal funding
eligbilty of the municipalty for the currnt,ar fourt, fiscal year. The partiular rant round in which a previous
award was made s not elevant; only the fical year is sed o calcuate eligbily. Tir 2 grants do not count
‘towards the Tier 3 grant limit. Figure 10 below depicts two @xamples of future funding elgbity.

The goal of this criteia s to ensure equitable grant ditribution to currently unawarded Tier 3 municipalites.
However, it doss not preclude past awardess from applying for smaler grants or recening a ful award in the
future. Municipalities may appy for any amount of funding up to their maximum eligibilty imit. Municipalties
must ensure that they are ot applying for more funding than they are eligibe for n any given fisca year. When
appiying for projects that cost more than the municipalty's funding eligibilty, the municipality should identy
and lst the amount and source of aditianal funding that wil be used to implement the project.
