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Update from Southborough Golf Club
The Southborough Golf Club continues to
experience an upswing in rounds played,
with gross monthly revenues exceeding
$100,000 for both June and July. Any
revenue that the Town receives from the
management contract is placed into a
revolving fund, and can only be spent on
expenses and improvements to the golf
course.
